CARLI serves students from diverse backgrounds, including
underrepresented groups and first-generation college students.

CARLI serves 90% of Illinois’ higher education students and faculty, 43% of whom are minorities.
Through the member libraries, CARLI serves over 750,000 higher education students, faculty, and staff,
including over 121,000 across the three University of Illinois campuses. One in 16 adults in the state of Illinois
is eligible for CARLI services.

Without I-Share
e Students and faculty would be immediately and adversely impacted...

o Fulfillment of research needs would take noticeably longer.

Major FY23 accomplishments
e In process or completed migration to I-Share for nine libraries: University of Illinois Chicago Law, City
Colleges of Chicago (all seven colleges), College of Lake County, Elgin Community College, Prairie
State College, Chicago History Museum, Chicago Theological Seminary, Illinois College of Optometry,
and St. John’s College of Nursing.
e Strides in CARLI’s Open Illinois Initiative include:
o The launch of the “Illinois Course Materials Survey: Student Perspectives:” 4,733 students
attending 52 Illinois CARLI member institutions participated in the survey, launched in April
2023.
o The Secretary of State/Illinois State Library awarded a $300,000 grant to CARLI to administer
their $3 million FY24 OER grant. CARLI will support member projects through FY26.
o Continue work on the $2 million, three-year ED grant, “Illinois SCOERs: Support for the
Creation of Open Educational Resources.”
e Concluded a successful Cohort 4 for CARLI Counts: Analytics and Advocacy for Service Development
e Instituted Building Diversity Graduate Assistant Program: providing two positions for CARLI member
libraries
e Supported member funding for consortially shareable ebooks
e Supported continuing education for 5,000+ member library staff through collaboration with nine other
national library consortia via the Professional Development Alliance of Library Consortia
e New transformational subscription for Wiley, allowing participating institutions to publish open access
in Wiley journals at no additional cost.

History and governance

Illinois academic library collaboration began over 40 years ago, led by the vision of the University of Illinois.
CARLI was established in 2005 following the consolidation of three existing Illinois academic library consortia.
Since 2005, this collaboration has grown increasingly effective and coordinated, establishing CARLI as one of
the premiere library consortia in the United States.

The CARLI Governance Board is composed of 12 representatives elected by member institutions, with four
members each representing the public university, community college, and private institution sectors. The
CARLI Senior Director and the Director of the Illinois State Library serve as ex officio members of the board.
The board sets the strategic direction of the organization. In addition to the board, members participate in
working advisory committees that assist in carrying out programmatic activities.

The Board of Trustees of the University of Illinois System holds a Host Institution Agreement with CARLI that
outlines services and support. Members abide by the CARLI Bylaws.
